Denisa Krausova (1981)

Denisa Krausova je pozoruhodna autorka, jedna z ¢elnich predstavi-
telek nastupujici generace sou¢asnych malifek. Jeji prace se vyznacuji
nebyvalou koncentraci a schopnosti sdélovat. Velmi zahy se dostala
do povédomi odborné verejnosti. Byla nominovana na Cenu kritiky
za mladou malbu a také dvakrét na cenu NG , 333" Vyznamnou roli
v jeji praci hraje kresba. Krausova skvéle kombinuje kresebnou lin-
ku (kresbu studovala u M. Titlové Ylovski) s lehkosti a nenucenosti
svého mali¥ského projevu. V pocatcich tvorby jsou jeji obrazy ¢asto
zaloZené na interpretaci piibéhd a nejriznéjsich situaci. V posled-
nich letech se tvorba Krausové proméiuje, do centra jejiho zajmu
vstupuji organické tvary a motivy. Krausova analyzuje podstatu véci
a forem. Je az s podivem, Ze takto kvalitni a silng tvorba ¢asto z{sta-
vé stranou pozornosti sbératelli a mnohych kuratora.

Denisa Krausovd is a remarkable artist and one of the representatives
of the emerging generation of the contemporary female artists. Her
works are characterized by an extraordinary concentration and ability
to communicate. She entered public awareness very early and was
nominated for the prize ,Cena kritiky za mladou malbu” and twice
for the NG , 333" prize. Drawing takes an important role in her work.
Krausovd makes an excellent combination between drawing (she stu-
died under M. Titlovd Ylovsky) and the lightness and spontaneity of
her painting expression. The early stage of her works are mostly based
on interpretations of stories and diverse situations. In recent years the
work of Krausovd have changed: organic shapes and motives entered
into the notional centre of her interest. Denisa Krausovd analyzes the
fundamental essence of objects and forms. It is surprising that such
an extraordinary and special work very often does not attract the
attention of collectors or curators.

Jiri Petrbok (1962)

Jiti Petrbok dnes patFi mezi absolutni klasiky ceské vytvarné scé-
ny. Od poloviny 90. let systematicky pracuje s fenoménem ¢lovéka.
Chape jej jako element a ur¢ité méfitko, ze kterého jeho obrazy
vychézeji a ktery je uruje. Petrbok lidské télo vystavuje utrpent,
deformacim a rGznym podobam diskomfortu. AZkoli je ¢lovék (lidské
télo) stredobodem vétsiny Petrbokovych dél, ¢asto ziskavame pocit,
jako by byl z obrazu zémérné vyclenén.

Jifi Petrbok belongs to the classics within the Czech fine arts. From
the half of the 90’s he works systematically with the phenomenon
of ,humans”. He understands them as a certain scale, from which his
pictures originate and are targeted at. Petrbok presents the human
body in a suffering condition, deformated and in different shapes of
discomfort. Although humans (the human body) is the center of most
of Petrbok’s work, they are often intentionally excluded. A remarkable
element in Petrbok’s creation is the ability of irony and a certain gro-
tesqueness. He very often puts action in a situation, which relocates
the situation into a surreal area of horror and constriction and crea-
tes an own distinctive language, which is with a careful and unusual
synthesis with longterm creation experience. Jifi Petrbok runs the stu-
dio of drawing at the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague.

Miroslav Polach (1980)

Tvorba Miro Polécha je sama o sobé zajimavym pfibéhem posled-
nich let. Poldchova malba prodélala trpélivou analyzu, béhem které
se vyvinula ze znakové a ¢asto expresivni polohy do precizni a ci-
zelované podoby realisticky zobrazivé malby. Polach pfi své praci
postupuje precizné a s mimoradnou rozvahou. Zobrazované situace
jsou vysledkem presnych a promyslenych instalaci, které slouzi jako
predlohy pro finalni dila. Nasleduje rozvazna postprodukce a pak sa-
motnd malba, kterd je nebyvale technicky a technologicky néroé¢na.
Dilo Miro Polécha neni typickym a ¢im dél vice populérnim hyperre-
alismem, jedna se o realisticky projev pe¢livé budovany a predevsim
obsahové rafinovany s jasnou mirou nadsézky a situa¢ni ironie. Po-
lach maluje ¢asto vazna az existen¢ni témata, ktera dokaze inteli-
gentnim a pfirozenym zplsobem zpfistupnit.

The work of Miro Poldch has been an interesting story in itself in the
recent years. The painting of Poldch underwent a thorough analysis,
during which a characteristic and often times expressive position has
developed to precise realistic visualistic painting. Poldch approaches
his work very acutely and with an extraordinary balance. The depicted
situations are the result of precise and thoughtful installations, which
serve as a template for the final version. A deliberate postproduction
is followed by a sole painting process, which is technically and tech-
nologically challening. The work of Miro Poldch is not a typical but
still an increasingly popular hyperrealism, it is a realistic appearance
meticulously built and especially content-related, refined with a clear
and moderate exaggeration and irony of the situation. Poldch often
paints serious and existential topics, to which he gives access in a very
intelligent and natural way.

On
the occasion of the exhibition ,Specters and Experiments"”,
which was organised in 2016 by the Ludwig Museum in
Budapest, a monography was published. Attila Sziics is
quite rightly considered as one of the most fundamental
figures in Eastern Europe, represented in various private
collections in the whole world.

Robert Salanda (1976)

Robert Salanda je predstavitelem silné generace autord, kterd se
zacala vyrazné profilovat po roce 2000. V soucasnosti je Salanda
autorem, ktery se osobné podili na formovéni nejmladsi malitské ge-
nerace, protoze vede jeden z ateliérii malby na Akademii vytvarnych
uméni v Praze. Jeho tvorba je v kontextu ¢eské malby v mnohém
osobita. Salanda se nenechévé omezovat zaZitymi principy a konven-
cemi, malbu chépe svobodné, jako médium, které zkouma a analy-
zuje.

Robert Salanda is a representative of a Famous generation of authors,
which started to establish after 2000. Currently Salanda is an artist
who takes part in forming the youngest painting generation, as he
leads one of the studios of painting in the Academy of Fine Arts in
Prague. His creation is very personal in the context of Czech painting.
It does not limit itself with traditional principles and conventions, the
artist understands painting as a free medium, which he explores and
analyzes. He uses the wide range in the art of painting, he touches
sensitively its borders and very often proves to ironize. Abstracting the
basic forms and using symbols he creates a personal and sophisticated
language, which communicates with the spectator. In his works he ma-
nages to connect the unexpected and works with the basic substances
of painting. Sometimes he uses text and its content can support the
resulting effect of his works.

Jakub Tomas je vyraznou postavou soucasné ¢eské malby. Pro3el ate-
liéry vyznamnych postav druhé poloviny 20. stoletf, jakymi jsou Vla-
dimir Kokolia a Jifi Sopko. Poté pobyval rok v Londyné a v posledni
dobé také na reziden¢nim pobytu ve Francii. Tomé3 byl od atlého
véku fascinovan kresbou a nasledné malbou. Zasadni zlom v jeho
malbé nastava v roce 2013, kdy zacing z malby vytvaret prostoro-
vy objekt. Stavi kompozice svych obrazi jako predlohy a nasledné
utvaii vizualni skladacky. Plochost a dvojrozmérnost malby se naraz
vytraci. Tomas svou malbou stavi kulisy a buduje rafinované scé-
ny, které mnohdy vyZaduji divakovu maximélni pozornost. Obecné
se mu timto oteviraji nové mozZnosti, které dokaze transformovat
v osobity jazyk, Zivy a poutavy.

Jakub Tomas is an outstanding figure in the Czech contemporary pain-
ting. He went through studios of the most important personalities in
the second half of the 20th century, namely Vladimir Kokolia and Jiri
Sopko. Later he stayed in London for one year and in recent times had
a residential stay in France. From a very early age Tomds was fascina-
ted with drawing and later on with painting. A fundamental break in
his painting happened in 2013, when he started to make spatial ob-
jects out of his painting. He now builds the composition of his painting
as templates and from that creates visual leporellos. The flatness and
two-dimensionality of painting suddenly disappears. With his pain-
ting Tomds builds sceneries and refined scenes, which often require
the attention of the spectator. Broad new possibilities open up for him
in that way, which can transform in a personal language and have
followed a vivid and captivating process.
